Fort Bliss Rod & Gun Club Range Safety Rules
- Personal Protective Equipment (PPE): Eye and hearing protection must be worn at all times by shooters and spectators. Failure to wear PPE will result in removal from the range and potential loss of club privileges.
- Muzzle Discipline: All firearms must be pointed down range at all times.
	- Always assume firearms are loaded.
	-Keep your finger off of the trigger until you are ready to fire.
-"Call CLEAR " anytime an aircraft flies over the ranges.
- Firing Position: All shooting must be conducted from the designated ready line or from behind the benches at the ready line.
- Authority: Range Safety personnel have full authority to call a "CLEAR" at any time. All patrons must strictly abide by the command of the Range Safety Officer (RSO).
-All Shooters will use the range commands CLEAR and HOT.
-CLEAR- Indicates all firearms are unloaded, actions are open, and firearms are not being handled.
-HOT -Indicates the range is active; firearms may be handled, loaded, and fired.
- Downrange Movement: Shooters requiring movement downrange must call "CLEAR" and receive verbal confirmation from all other shooters on the range before proceeding.
- Handling Firearms: No person shall handle, touch, or adjust any firearm while anyone is downrange.
- "HOT," they must wait for audible acknowledgement from all other shooters before changing the range status.
- Target Placement: Only shoot at your assigned target. Targets must be placed on designated stands at a minimum distance of 3 meters from the firing line, if shooting at a paper target only. Steel is a minimum of 25 meters.
Prohibitions: Do not place targets on side berms. Do not shoot at berms, buildings, or distance markers.
- Safety Violations: Any individual who observes a safety violation is responsible for calling a "CEASE FIRE" or "CLEAR" immediately.
-50 CALIBER BMG FIREARMS are NOT PERMITTED.
	-Clay pigeon hand throwers are not permitted.
	-Rifles with calibers capable of firing over 400 Meters can
	 not be fired from any range, due to safety reasons.
	-YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR YOUR OWN FIREARMS

Fort Bliss Rod & Gun Club Range Rules

1. Range and Target Safety
· a. Conduct: All individuals must adhere to standard shooting etiquette and safety regulations.
· b. Authority: Range Safety personnel have full authority to call a "CLEAR" at any time. All patrons must strictly abide by the command of the Range Safety Officer (RSO).
· c. Personal Protective Equipment (PPE): Eye and hearing protection must be worn at all times by shooters and spectators. Failure to wear PPE will result in removal from the range and potential loss of club privileges.
· d. Target Identification: Be sure of your target and what lies beyond it. Do not fire where a bullet could potentially ricochet.
e. Loading: Firearms may only be loaded while on the firing line. The safety must remain engaged until the target is in sight, and the shooter is ready to fire.
f. Ready Position: When not actively engaging a target, firearms should be held at "low ready" and pointed downrange.
g. Safe Direction: Treat every firearm as if it is loaded; never point a firearm in an unsafe direction.
h. Lane Discipline: Do not fire at targets in other lanes.
i. Clearing Firearms: All firearms must be cleared with the action locked open before any movement downrange is permitted. Maintain constant communication and alertness.
j. Equipment Restrictions:
· Use only approved firearms on designated ranges.
· A valid Fort Bliss Rod and Gun Club Range Pass is required for the specific range in use.
· Archery Ranges: Only archery equipment is permitted. Crossbows, broadhead arrows, BB guns, and all other firearms are strictly prohibited on archery ranges.
k. Prohibited Targets: Plinking is only permitted on the Plinking Range. The following items are strictly prohibited as targets: glass, automobile parts, batteries, records, military equipment, trash cans, combustibles, club equipment, electronics, and food (e.g., fruit or canned goods).
l. Weather: All firing will cease immediately during electrical storms or when lightning is in the immediate area.
m. Automatic Weapons: The firing of fully automatic weapons is prohibited.
n. Suppressors: Suppressors (silencers) are not permitted on Fort Bliss Rod and Gun Club ranges.
o. Spectators: Must remain behind the firing line and must wear eye and hearing protection.
p. Prohibited Acts: Horseplay, unsafe acts, and "hip shooting" (firing from the hip) are strictly prohibited.
q. Approved Items: No items other than authorized targets may be used on the ranges without prior approval from the Manager.
r. Resuming Fire: Once a facility-wide Cease Fire is called, only authorized club personnel may lift the Cease Fire and authorize the resumption of firing.
2. Firearms Safety in and around the Clubhouse
a. Entry Requirements: Firearms brought into the clubhouse for any reason must be cleared with the action locked open and the magazine removed prior to entry. Upon request, patrons must clear their firearms in the presence of staff. Personnel will only assist in clearing rental firearms; they will not handle or clear privately owned weapons.
b. Internal Storage: Firearms inside the clubhouse must remain with the action open at all times. Magazines shall not be inserted into any weapon while indoors.
c. Restricted Areas: Handling firearms or placing them on tables is strictly prohibited inside the clubhouse or around the bar area. All firearm-related activity must be confined to the designated area directly in front of the Pro-Shop.
d. Age Restrictions: Handguns shall not be handled by any individual under the age of 18 while inside the clubhouse.
3. Child Safety Program
a. Minor Age Restrictions:
1. Minors aged 5 and below are strictly prohibited from the ranges.
2. Minors aged 5 and below must never be left unattended in a vehicle or the clubhouse.
3. Minors aged 6–17 are permitted on the ranges only under close adult supervision after completing a range safety briefing.
b. Documentation: Proof of training (certificate or notarized statement) must be provided to the Pro-Shop before a minor is allowed on the firing ranges.
c. Approved Training: Training must be equivalent to an NRA Basic Firearms Safety Briefing. Accepted alternatives include Hunter Education, Project Appleseed, 4-H Shooting Sports, or Scouting firearm safety programs.
d. Supervision Ratios: Minors under 18 must be accompanied one-on-one by a parent or legal guardian with 100% "eyes-on" supervision. The adult supervisor is not permitted to shoot while supervising a minor age 6-14. Minors age 15-17 can shoot while an adult is shooting if the adult is within arm’s length to the minor.
e. No Minor will be left unsupervised on the ranges, in a vehicle or in the club house at any time.
f. Enforcement:
1. Unsupervised minors will be escorted to their guardian, and a verbal warning will be issued for the first infraction.
2. Subsequent infractions will result in the party being asked to leave the facility.
3. Egregious conduct or refusal to supervise will be referred to the appropriate authorities.
4. Badges and day passes
a. Club Members must sign in at the Pro Shop and show their membership badge prior to
	 using the ranges and must always display their Membership badge while on the range.
b. Guests and Non-Members must sign in and pay at the Clubhouse, in the Pro Shop, and obtain a wristband prior to using the ranges. Band must be worn the whole time you are shooting. 
	c. Members and guests may only utilize the range they are assigned.
	d. Everyone is required to adhere to the written Range Safety Rules, which may be
	 reviewed at the Pro Shop.
	e. Shooting targets may be purchased at the Clubhouse Pro Shop. Personal
	 targets may be used if they meet the specific range requirements and Safety 
	 Procedures.
5. Brass Clean Up
	a. Patrons are permitted to police their own brass; however, they are not permitted
	 to police brass that has been left on the range by others. The brass left on the 
	 range becomes Government Property and may not be removed!
	
6. -19. Alcohol Policy
a. General Prohibition: Alcohol in any form is strictly prohibited on the ranges, in the clubhouse, and in the parking lots during active range operating hours.
b. Denial of Access: Club personnel shall refuse range access to any individual who appears to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs.
	-In the event of an EMERGENCY please follow these procedures:
		-CLEAR RANGES IMMEDIATELY
		-Push the Emergency Shut Down System button located on the range
		 where you are shooting
		-Notify the Range Safety Officer
		-Follow all instructions given by the Range Safety Officer
		-Wait for the Range Safety Officer to lift the Clear status.
